As the friends reminisced about their time at Judge, the friendships and fun, the discussion became more serious and started to center around the quality of education and level of opportunities that were part of their Judge school experience. One described the experience at Judge as “a really good education,” saying that “I always run into other alumni and the school is always well regarded.” Another described giving “an obligation” based on the “sense of value” of a Judge education. The trio considered it important for alumni to help the school move forward and do the “heavy lifting” for things such as establishing a scholarship endowment.

The Judge Memorial Alumni Alliance Scholarship is awarded each year in the late spring to a deserving Judge Memorial rising sophomore, junior and/or senior to assist with tuition costs for that student’s upcoming Judge Memorial school year. The selection team will consider the academic performance and financial needs of qualified students in selecting a recipient.
